The visit at each home is about thirty seconds long, finding on average about 50% of the people home. Then we meet back
at the church at noon for an old-fashioned southern barbecue.

Bring your children with you, for this will be a great teaching tool to them about the importance
of our Lord's Great Commission. Bring your strollers and back packs for your little ones-- they will actually enhance the
visit at many doors.
